rhythm
long and short sounds or 

patterns that happen over 
the pulse

pitch high and low sounds

audience a group of people who 
participate in a show

improvise
To make up a tune and play it 

on the spot. There is an 
assumption that it can never be

recreated.

Creating and 

developing musical 
ideas and ‘fixing’ them.

Electric 
Guitar 

An electric guitar is structured 
from a wooden body with parts 
such strung with steel strings.

one of a group of 

single-reed woodwind 
instruments

trumpet
a wind instrument consisting of 
a long cylindrical metal tube 

commonly once or twice curved 
and ending in a bell

A musical dimension 

that describes how fast
